Athena with the Stellar substation
excels in its simplicity. The system
is managed via a PC that is
connected to the Stellar, either via
the network or directly. Even when
the PC is switched off, Athena still
operates. The readers are linked to

the Stellar via the Orbit reader

connection board, possibly
employing the cable connection
system present in the building. The
distance between Stellar and Orbit
may extend up to 1,200 meters.
The Stellar functions independently:
the PC serves only as an input and
storage medium. The Athena central
unit activates stand-alone doors,

alarms, barriers or turnstiles.
